GAA Ticket Packages

Terms & Conditions

1. All packages are subject to supply.
2. Full payment in advance is required.
3. The following are the assumed fixtures involved:
a. GAA Hurling Quarter Finals, Saturday 23rd or Sunday 24th July, Semple Stadium, Thurles or Croke Park, Dublin
b. GAA Football Quarter Finals, Saturday 30th / Sunday 31st July / Monday 1st August, Croke Park, Dublin

c. GAA Hurling Semi Finals, Sunday 7th August & Sunday 14th August, Croke Park, Dublin

d. GAA Football Semi Finals, Sunday 21st August & Sunday 28th August, Croke Park, Dublin.
4. The quarter final fixtures are not confirmed as of yet. There are no partial or full refunds permitted once these fixtures have been confirmed. The GAA’s CCCC is responsible for fixture confirmation. The GAA Ticket Office will confirm the relevant fixtures with each package holder by email.
5. Provisional quarter final venues are Croke Park for football and Semple Stadium for hurling. If these venues change, the GAA Ticket Office will advise package holders of the options available to them. 
6. In the event that the football quarter finals are held over three separate days, the Football Feast or Dual Package holder will be asked to indicate the two days he or she wishes to attend or will be given the option of purchasing a ticket for the third day at face value for that fixture.
7. In the event that a fixture is cancelled the Ticket Package holder will be refunded for the fixture at the average price per ticket for that package. The average prices are as follows:

a. Hurling Heaven:

d. Combo:

8. The Combo packages include both one quarter final and the corresponding Semi Final. The Combo package is not linked to a specific team and is non-refundable.

9. Replays are not included with any package.

10. In the event of safety or capacity concerns the GAA reserves the right to re-locate GAA Ticket holders on or before match day without any prior notice to the GAA Ticket holder.

While GAA will use its best endeavours to procure that the information it provides to Ticket Holders is correct, GAA gives no warranty or guarantee as to the accuracy of any information in respect of any fixtures or venues.  Nor is any guarantee or warranty given by GAA in relation to the participation of any particular county in any relevant fixture.  


12. In no event shall GAA be liable to you for any direct, indirect, consequential, exemplary, incidental special or punitive damages or losses.


13. Any dispute arising in connection with any Ticket Package shall be determined in accordance with the laws of Ireland and the courts of Ireland shall have exclusive jurisdiction to determine such dispute.


14. You agree to indemnify GAA and hold GAA, its subsidiaries, affiliates, officers, agents and other partners and employees harmless for any loss, liability, claim or demand made by any third party due to or arising out of the use of the Ticket Packages.

15. GAA may make changes and update these terms and conditions at any time without further notice to you. It is your sole responsibility to check the terms and conditions periodically, because your continued use of the Ticket Packages will mean you accept those changes and updates.
