GAA TICKET RULES
The GAA recommends that patrons purchase tickets from approved GAA sources only. The following rules apply to all tickets:

1. It is prohibited to sell, advertise or offer to sell this ticket to any person at a price in excess of face value.

2. This ticket shall not be used as a prize in any lottery or competition or for any promotional or advertising purpose unless expressly authorised in writing by the GAA.

3. The GAA reserves the right to render this ticket null and void for any action in breach of the above rules. This may result in:
a. entry to the venue being refused to the ticket holder
b. a bar on future ticket purchases from the GAA by those involved in the prohibited transaction
