03.30 Talks about his father. Recalls the shop his parents
owned. Describes how he died. Mentions Philadelphia, Clara
and Dublin.

06.10 Discusses his parents and their families. Mentions
USA, England and Dublin.

07.30 Refers to the problem of emigration in Mayo and his
recollection of people leaving. Mentions Ballyhaunis,
Castlebar and Ballina. Mentions invisible exports.

09.30 Describes the concept of an ‘American Parcel’. Talks
about the contents of these parcels.

11.05 Tells of the number of people emigrating, describes the
‘American Wakes’ and talks about the opportunities in
England in the 1930s and 1940s.

13.20 Recalls people coming on holidays from England.
Explains people’s motivation to emigrate. Tells of one
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particular man who travelled to the USA from Ballyhaunis.
16.11 Talks about his family’s interest in Gaelic games.
Recalls the football in Cnoc Mhuire and Ballyhaunis in the
1940s. Tells of local links to the county teams. Mentions Sean
Flanagan.

18.10 Discusses the interest in athletics at the time.

19.00 Recalls people listening to matches on the radio.
Mentions Galway vs Kerry in 1938.

20.05 Talks about his interest in the Roscommon teams of
the 1940s. Mentions Jimmy Murray, Phelim Murray, Doc
Callaghan and Frankie Kinlock.

21.30 Talks about the Mayo teams of the late 1940s and early
1950s. Gives an overview of the club scene in Mayo at the
time. Mentions Galway, Kerry and Cavan. Mentions Castlebar

GAA, Ballina GAA and Claremorris GAA.

24.10 Recalls the All-Ireland Finals in 1950 and 1951 in
Croke Park and travelling there for other games in the 1940s.
Remembers the hurling matches he saw there. Mentions
travelling by train from Ballyhaunis. Mentions Jimmy Doyle,
John Clifford and Joe Sammon.

26.35 Explains how he began playing football. Remembers
playing in Pairc an Aonaigh. Discusses the divide in the
parish. Mentions Fr Hugh Curley. Mentions the Augustinians.
29.45 Talks about the influence of the teacher in the local
vocational school. Mentions Gerry Moyles/Miles.

31.15 Remembers travelling to Ballinlough, Co. Roscommon
by bicycle to play against a team there when he was young.
Describes the organisation of games and teams at that time.
Talks about the influence of Joe Waldron and the events that
led to the establishment of Ballyhaunis GAA. Mentions Mick
O’Connell, Phelim Murray, Jimmy Murray, Pat Keane and
Mick Tarmey. Mentions Knock Street Rovers.

34.30 Describes the divisional structure of football in Mayo in
the 1940s and recalls a particular South Mayo Minor
Championship that sticks in his mind.

36.10 Recalls Ballyhaunis GAA changing from South Mayo to
East Mayo and club successes that followed. Mentions Paddy
Waldron.

37.35 Describes his own involvement with Gaelic games
while he was in Colaiste Eanna. Remembers the diversity in
the school. Mentions Diarmuid O Suilleabhain and Liam
O’Mannion.

40.25 Remembers his involvement in the GAA in college in
Galway. Describes the different competitions and the conflict
between the local club and the university teams. Mentions
Sigerson Cup.

42.25 Recalls coming to Tullamore. Mentions Hurling
Championship 1954 between Cork and Wexford.

43.40 Talks about becoming involved in Gaelic games in the
vocational school in Tullamore. Refers to the vocational
school county team. Mentions hurling and football.

46.20 Talks about the popularity of football in vocational
schools around the country and the impact this had on the
GAA in Offaly, Westmeath and Kildare. Mentions Rhode,
Clara and Kilcormac. Mentions the All-Ireland Minor
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Championship 1964. Mentions Ollie Crinnigan.

49.56 Tells a story about one of his former students, Martin
Furlong. Mentions the 1971 All-Ireland Championships.
Mentions Kevin Kilmurray.

52.00 Describes the attitude of the other teachers to the
football in the schools.

53.38 Recalls his involvement in training and the relationship
between the management and the players. Mentions Eugene
McGee and Tom Donoghue.

55.58 Discusses the role of the GAA in his relationships with
students and in the school in general.

58.40 Recalls the efforts to establish camogie. Mentions
Miriam O’Callaghan.

59.35 Talks about the factors in play when organising the
county vocational schools team. Refers to the training and the
relationship with the clubs. Mentions buses. Mentions
Edenderry, Tullamore, Clara and Ferbane.

1.02.27 Explains why he never became involved with
Tullamore GAA. Refers to the difficulty in getting volunteers.
Talks of the benefit of new people coming in and getting
involved.

1.05.15 Discusses the satisfaction he has gotten from
teaching and from his involvement in training teams.

1.06.40 Talks about following the progress of former students
on the playing field.

1.08.30 Discusses the role of the GAA in shaping and
strengthening people’s personalities.

1.09.43 Describes the nature of his relationship with
Ballyhaunis GAA since moving away from the area.

1.11.30 Talks about the importance of the GAA in his life.
Mentions Paddy Fanning and Séamus Fanning. Mentions
Ballyhaunis GAA and Tullamore GAA.

1.12.45 Discusses growing old. Talks about various players
he has seen. Mentions Willie Brien, Peter Nolan, Sean
Purcell, Jimmy Clavin, Sean Lowry and Seamus Darby.
Mentions New York and Mayo.

1.17.25 Talks about his feelings towards Mayo and Offaly.
Refers to specific games. Mentions Willie Brien. Quotes a
poem called ‘The Irishman’, written by James Oirr.
